Jim and Mary Jo will show you the 
fundamentals of getting your dog used 
to a harness and cart. They have a set 
of training wheels for youngsters. They 
will also have pre-drafting equipment 
such as 2 x 4s, milk jugs to familiarize 
them with dragging something behind 
them and broom handles to simulate 
the cart shafts.  Please feel free to bring 
any of these items with you.  We are 
especially hoping that anyone who 
owns a cart or draft harness will bring 
them so you and others can use them.  

They look forward to working with 
dogs six months of age and up!  
Bring treats!

Jan and Megan will be on hand to 
familiarize you and your dog with 
basic, safe agility osbtacles.  Low 
jumps, tunnels, tire jump, low dog walk, 
and table will be used.  Also available 
will be pre-agility equipment such as 
a teeter board on the ground, ladder, 
hoola hoops, etc.  Your dog will not 
hurt himself on this equipment so you 
will be able to play on it as time allows 
without supervision after you know the 
basics.  Bring lots of dog treats and 
toys for motivation and drive!
