Halite, the chemical salt that melts ic

on sidewalks, is also poisonous. If

Rover walks on treated sidewalks, w

his feet with a damp cloth when retu

ing home. Sand makes a good alterr

tive to chemical salt; it doesn't melt t

ice, but it does improve traction. Kitty

litter is OK in a pinch, but when wet,
clumps and loses its gritty texture.

Many popular house plants have poi
sonous leaves, stems, or berries, inc
ing dieffenbachia, holly, philodendro
and poinsettia and should be kept ou
of the reach of pets.
