Article IV  

The Club Year, Annual Meeting, 
Elections  

Section 4. Nominations. No person 
may be a candidate in a club election 
who has not been nominated in accor-
dance with these bylaws. During the 
month of June, the Board shall select a 
Nominating Committee consisting of 
three members and one alternate, not 
more than one of whom may be a mem-
ber of the Board. The Secretary shall 
immediately notify the committee mem-
bers and alternates of their selection. 
The Board shall name a chairperson for 
the committee and it shall be such per-
son's duty to call a committee meeting, 
which shall be held on or before July 
1st. 

a) The committee shall nominate one 
candidate for each office and positions 
on the Board and, after securing the 
consent of each person so nominated, 
shall immediately report their nomina-
tions to the Secretary in writing. 

b) Upon receipt of the Nominating 
Committee's report, the Secretary shall, 
at least two weeks before the September 
meeting, notify each member in writing 
of the candidates so nominated. 

c) Additional nominations may be made 
at the September meeting by any mem-
ber in attendance, provided that the per-
son so nominated does not decline when 
their name is proposed, and provided 
further that if the proposed candidate is 
not in attendance at this meeting, the 
proposer shall present to the Secretary a 
written statement from the proposed 
candidate signifying willingness to be a 
candidate. No person may be a candi-
date for more than one position. 

d) If no valid additional nominations are 
offered at the September meeting, the 
Nominating Committeeõs slate shall be 
declared elected and no voting will be 
required. If one or more valid additional 
nomination(s) are offered, a vote shall 
be conducted for these positions only. 
The candidate receiving the most votes 
for the voted position shall win.
